The Prison tour depicts the lives of political prisoners detained from  

   the 1960’s to 1991.  Former Robben Island prisoners conduct the tour.  Return ferry to the  
   Waterfront.

The cliffs, which 
   are some of the highest in the world, form the south western-most point of Africa.  These make 

   for breathtaking views of some of the continent’s most rugged landscapes.  Return to Cape Town 

   by the early evening.
