Toledo — Full-Day Tour

Toledo Panoramic View Bridge over Rio Tajo
Travel one hour to the fascinating ancient walled city of Toledo, dating back some 2,000
years. Perched high on a hill overlooking the Rio Tajo, the city is like an open-air museum
holding some of Spain’s most important landmarks.
¢ Alcazar — Imposing Muslim-era stone fortification prominently overlooking the city.

o Catedral de Toledo — Considered the top example of the Gothic architectural style in Spain.
¢ “El Greco Trail” — Landmarks with £/ Greco works, including the Museo de El Greco and

Iglesia de Santo Tomé, featuring the artist’s masterpiece, £/ Entierro del Conde de Orgaz
¢ Jewish Quarter — Visit the Sinagoga del Transito and the Museo Sefardi for a glimpse into

the history of Jewish culture in Spain.
