o Viktualienmarkt - Large food market with pubs, beer halls, and restaurants.

e Templo Voltiano — Prominent neoclassical building with attractive gardens.
o Life Electric — Wander out 700 feet along the boardwalk for great views of the lake.
e Funicular Como-Brunate — Ride the funicular up the hill for great views of the surrounding
mountains and Lake Como. (Optional: small fee)

o Vittorio Emanuele IT Gallery — The “world’s oldest shopping mall” dates back to 1877 with
high end cafés, shops and restaurants and is a destination onto itself just for the architecture.




e La Scala — One of the world’s most famous opera houses. (exterior visit only)
