¢ Viktualienmarkt - Large food market with pubs, beer halls, and restaurants.

Brandenburg Gate Checkpoint Charlie o Berlin Wall

e Reichstag - Historic building that is home to the German Bundestag (parliament).

o Brandenburg Gate - Symbol of Berlin located near where the Berlin Wall used to stand.

e Berlin Wall - Remnants of the famous wall that divided Berlin between 1962 and 1989.

o Holocaust Memorial - Documenting the systematic atrocities against European Jewry

e Checkpoint Charlie - Best-known crossing point of the Berlin Wall.

e Unter den Linden - Berlin’s main avenue lined with historic and graceful buildings

e Scheunenviertel District - The historic Jewish quarter highlighted by the New Synagogue

e Charlottenburg Palace - Extravagantly decorated palace in the baroque style.

o Potsdamer Platz - Shopping district

o Topography of Terror - Exhibit on the former site of the Gestapo and SS central command
for displays documenting the horrific impact they had on innocent citizens.
